Sister Theresa Kane, one of 7 children of

Irish immigrant parents, raised in the South
Bronx, developed into a recognized leader
among the Sisters of Mercy. She became presi-
dent of LCWR (the Leadership Council of Women
Religious) in 1979, and from this position ad-
dressed Pope John Paul Il on the need to further
the leadership of women in the Roman Catholic
Church. As aresult, Sr. Kane has been invited to
speak on women in church and society in numer-
ous places and to direct retreats. She has also
received many aw ards: among them, the 1980
U.S. Catholic Award for furthering the cause of
Women in the Church and in 1999 the National
Catholic Leadership Award from Call to Action.
She was an RSM delegate to the UN Conference
on Women in Beijing, in 1995.

Her academic background includes a BA in
economics from Manhattanville College, a Mas-
ters in Public Administration from NYU with a
specialty in health and social w elfare, and a Mas-
ters in Women’s History from Sarah Lawrence
College. Over the years, she has worked closely
with Women Religious of Latin America and w as
a founding member of the Association for the
Rights of Catholics in the Church. At the same
time, her ministry to people on the margins in the
South Bronx continues.
