Parents, when you 
model our faith at home, bring 
your children to Mass weekly, 
enroll them in a religious 
education program and 
prepare them to receive the 
sacraments, you are, what is 
known as, “the Domestic 
Church,” and continue to be the 
most important educators of 
our faith.
