 A very Blessed Motherôs Day to all who fill that family 
role!  Being the first Pandemic Motherôs Day in over a 
hundred years, Iôm sure it will be long-remembered.  May it 
also be a safe and healthy one for you and yours.  We 
remember, too, our Moms who have died.  They are never far 
from our hearts no matter how long ago they passed. God 
bless them all! 
 Monday, our parish School Council has its first virtual meeting.  Our 
own St. Ambrose Academy has still been very active with our teachers 
teaching their students remotely for the remainder of this academic year.    
Weôre also registering now for next year, and there are special 
promotions not to be missed.  Call 288-0580 for more information.  
Today would also have been the 98th birthday of Fr. Edward Zimmer, in 
whose Peace Garden we have Mass every Memorial Day, Independence 
Day, and Labor Day.  Weôll see what God and NYS allow in 2 weeks. 
 Tuesday, rise early and look for the Moon just below Jupiter and 
Saturn anytime after 4:00 A.M.  This evening our Pastoral Council will 
have its next Zoom meeting at 7:00 P.M.  Our meetings focus not only 
on our regular agenda and readying for each monthôs Welcome Sunday 
but also on how we are doing in this pandemic and readying for 
whenever we will joyfully have a Welcome Home Sunday at its end! 
 Wednesday is the feast of Our Lady of Fatima.  It was on this date 
39 years ago that Pope St. John Paul II was shot in St. Peterôs Square.  A 
year later on this date, I departed with 3 classmates for my first trip ever 
to Rome.  At the end of that trip two weeks later, we had Mass with the 
Pope in his chapel at 7:00 A.M. on the day we were flying home.  
Arriving back in the States that evening, it was hard to believe that we 
had begun the day with a papal Mass. 
 Thursday is the feast of the 13th Apostle, St. Matthias who was 
chosen to take the place of Judas.  I think he is one saint who will never 
complain about being second string, for whenever the apostlesô statues 
are all prominently placed (as in my home parish church of Blessed 
Sacrament on Oxford Street near Monroe Avenue), he is numbered 
among themða good point to remember whenever we may feel like we 
have been second string in whatever we may have been about.

Mars anytime after 4:00 A.M.  As long as youôre up then, thanks for 
preparing your regular weekly offerings which help to sustain the work 
of the parish staff for us all.  We can either mail or drop off our 
envelopes, take part in Electronic Funds Transfer as I have now for 
several years (call Patty Macera in our Finance Office at 288-5000, ext.
